Accounting policies

Accounting convention
The financial statements are prepared under the historical cost convention .

The company has taken advantage of the exemption in FRS1 from the requirement to produce a
cashflow statement because it is a small company.

Income

Income represents funds raised during the period. Subscriptions include payments for share capital
which are not returnable to members and are used for the purposes of the trust. Donations are made by
third parties in kind for prizes in fund raising activities, no value has been attributed to these receipts in
the accounts.

Funds raised from the Barnsley match have been paid to the Barnsley Supporters Trust and the total
amount raised from the match will be paid to the Dickie Bird Foundation which holds the money and
that it is then distributed equally to projects concerning disadvantaged young people in the Bradford
and Barnsley areas, with the distribution supervised by the respective Trusts. The board has been
informed that £5,500 has been paid to the Dickie Bird Foundation
